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RULE  ONE 
 

THE  JUDGES 
 
1.1 FUNCTION  
 

 .1 Judges shall support and encourage the exhibition of budgerigars by adjudicating budgerigars 
at shows according to the STANDARD OF PERFECTION, SCALE OF POINTS and 
COLOUR  STANDARDS  (See Volume3). 

  

 .2 Judges appointed as examining judges shall test trainee judges. 
 

1.2 DUTIES  AND  POWERS 
 

.1 The Judge’s decision shall be final, except where fraud, misrepresentation or collusion is 
afterwards proven. 

 

.2 No alteration shall be made to the awards by the judge after he has finished judging at a show 
without first obtaining the permission of the Show Committee.  

 

.3 Judges shall evaluate the classes designated to them at shows in accordance with the ideal/s, 
colour standards and scale of points and may award the allotted prizes if the birds are of a 
sufficiently high standard or withhold the awards in terms of Rule 3.16.4. 

 

.4 Whenever a judge “passes” an Exhibit, he shall mark the reason therefore as per Rule 
3.16.3.7. 

 

.5 Judges shall wear their identification badge when officiating at Championship Shows. 
 

.6 A judge shall act in an honorary capacity but may be reimbursed all or part of his expenses. 
 

.7 Judges shall attend as many Judges’ Conferences, Seminars and Meetings as possible and 
shall adhere to the resultant written guidelines that are recommended by the Judges’ 
Committee and approved by the AGM of the Governing Body of the Society. 

 

1.3 REQUIREMENTS  FOR  THE  APPOINTMENT  OF  JUDGES  
 

.1 Before an application for appointment as a trainee judge will be considered, the applicant 
must have been; 

 

.1  a breeder and exhibitor of budgerigars for a period of not less than 8 years. 
 

.2 a member holding at least Champion show status, 
 

 and 
 

.3 stewarded on at least ten Championship Shows of which at least six were as a senior 
steward. 

 

.2 If a judge has left the fancy for a period of not more than three (3) years, he may be re-
instated as a judge on his return to the fancy, provided that he successfully undergoes a 
practical test, as arranged by the Judges’ Committee. 

 

.3 If a judge who is not a member of another judges body approved by the Society, has resigned 
from the Panel of Judges, he may be reinstated as a judge, provided that he successfully 
undergoes a practical test, as arranged by the Judges’ Committee. However, if a judge has 
resigned from the Panel of Judges but remained active on another approved judging body, he 
may be reinstated at the discretion of the Judges’ Committee. 
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.4 In the event of a judge having left the fancy for more than three (3) years, he must, on his 

return to the fancy, undergo the entire testing procedure for judges, as arranged by the Judges’ 
Committee. 

 

.5 Notwithstanding the above requirements for appointment as a judge, an immigrant who has 
been appointed as a judge by a specialist budgerigar society in his country of origin and who 
claims Champion status under Rule 2.2 of this volume, may apply to take a judges test as 
outlined under Rule 1.3.3 above, provided that the application is sponsored by his club and 
proof of his appointment as a specialist budgerigar society judge can be furnished to the 
Management Committee. 

 

.6 A member who is appointed as a judge may accept judging appointments immediately. 
 

1.4 APPLICATION  FOR  APPOINTMENT  AS  A  JUDGE  
 

.1 Members qualify to apply for appointment as a judge in terms of the afore-mentioned Rule. 
 

.2 The member’s application must be sponsored by a panel judge and must then be sent through 
his club to the secretary of the Judges’ Committee. The Judges’ Committee will then forward 
their recommendation to the Management Committee. 

 

.3 On receipt of a prospective trainee judge’s application from the Management Committee, the 
Judges’ Committee will then register the applicant as a “Trainee Judge”. 

 

.4 Such Trainee Judge will then be required to undergo a written examination on the Judges 
Book, the Constitution, the Rules framed in terms of the Constitution and guideline 
documents on judging, or any other document supplied by the Judges’ Committee and upon 
successful completion, be required for training purposes to assist a qualified judge at a 
minimum of six (6) Championship or club shows, as approved by the Judges’ Committee, the 
sixth one being the final assessment. This sixth (6th) assessment will be to determine if the 
trainee is ready and has the necessary confidence to proceed. The trainee will then be given 
the option to proceed. 

 

.5 Thereafter the trainee judge may apply in writing to the Secretary of the Judges Committee to 
undergo three (3) practical tests which shall include a colour identification. The tests shall be 
undertaken at Area and/or National Championship Shows if three (3) eligible judges are 
available. A document on the testing procedures will be supplied to all aspirant trainee judges. 

 

.6 Judges will be appointed to officiate as examining judges by the Judges’ Committee provided 
that they have been judges for at least three (3) years. 

 

.7 Written reports of each test, on the forms provided for this purpose by the Secretary of the 
Judges’ Committee, shall be completed by the examining judge and returned, sealed in the 
self-addressed stamped envelope, to the Secretary of the Judges’ Committee immediately after 
the show. 

 

.8 The results are to be verified by the Judges’ Committee. 
 

.9 A trainee judge shall pass each test upon obtaining a minimum 75% pass mark. 
 

.10 On receipt of the written report, the Judges’ Committee may either allow the trainee judge to 
undergo the next test if he has passed the test or require him to be re-examined at a further 
show under the same conditions. 

 

.11 When a trainee judge has passed the final test, the Judges’ Committee shall advise the 
Management Committee of its recommendation. 

 

.12 The Management Committee shall then advise the trainee judge of his appointment and issue 
a judges certificate and identification badge. 
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1.5 FOREIGN  JUDGES 

 

.1 A person whose name appears on the current Panel of Judges or Judges’ Register of a 
specialist budgerigar authority outside the Republic of South Africa may, subject to the prior 
approval of the Management Committee and to such terms and conditions as the Management 
Committee may in each individual case impose, officiate as a judge at one or more 
Championship Shows of the Society. 

 

.2 Notwithstanding the stipulations of Rules 1.3.4 and 1.4, the Management Committee may, 
upon the recommendation of the Judges’ Committee, approve the permanent appointment of 
suitably experienced international judges to the Panel of Judges under such conditions as may 
be imposed in each individual case. 

 

1.6 JUDGES’  BODIES 
 

.1 The Judges’ Committee 
 

    .1 A Judges’ Committee, comprising of a Chairman, Secretary and three additional 
members shall administer matters pertaining to judges and shall hold at least one 
meeting per annum. 

   

.2 The Judges’ Committee shall consider such matters pertaining to the functions and 
duties of judges in the Society and make recommendations as per Rule 1.6.3.2 for 
consideration and approval. 

 

.3 The Judges’ Committee shall endeavour to attain the highest standard of judging by the 
Panel of Judges. 

 

.4 The Judges’ Committee shall annually arrange a Judges’ Seminar. 
 

.2 Judges’ Meetings 
 

  .1 A Judges’ Meeting, which all participating judges and the BSSA Representative will 
attend, shall be held at each Championship Show to discuss matters pertaining to the 
judging and the Show. 

 

.2 Where the Chairman, Secretary or an additional member of the Judges’ Committee 
cannot be present, the Judges’ Committee will, by prior arrangement, appoint a 
chairman and/or secretary from the officiating judges. 

 

.3 Minutes of the meeting shall be submitted to the Judges’ Committee who in turn shall 
refer any relevant matters to the Management Committee. 

 

.3 The Judges’ Conference 
 

.1 A Judges’ Conference shall be held annually prior to the Annual General Meeting of the 
Governing Body. 

 

.2 The judges present at the Judges’ Conference shall consider; 
 

   .1 recommendations by the Judges’ Committee and the Judges’ Meetings held after 
each Championship Show during the past show season, 

 

   .2 the Show Schedule, 
 

   .3 the Scale of Points, 
 

   .4 the Colour Standards, 
 

   .5 the Standards of the Ideal Budgerigars,

   .6 the Judges’ Book of the Society. 
   

1.7 ELECTION  OF  OFFICE  BEARERS  
 

.1 The Judges’ Committee shall be elected every alternate year prior to the Annual General 
Meeting of the Governing Body. 

 

.2 The Secretary of the Judges’ Committee shall contact each judge on the Panel of Judges in 
each alternate year to establish which members are willing to stand for election of the Judges’ 
Committee. 

 

.3 The Secretary of the Judges’ Committee shall forward a ballot paper, containing the names of 
all the judges who indicated their willingness to stand, to each judge on the Panel of Judges by 
not later than 30th September in that year. 

 

.4 Judges may then cast five votes for the nominees for the Judges’ Committee and must return 
the ballot papers to the General Secretary/Administrator before 31st October in that year. 

 

.5 The five nominees with the most votes shall be duly elected and their names shall be 
announced at the November meeting of the Management Committee and confirmed at the 
following Annual General Meeting of the Governing Body. 

 

.6 In the event of the fifth and more nominees receiving the same number of votes, these 
nominees will be deemed elected. 

 

.7 The Judges’ Committee shall have the right to co-opt additional members at any stage during 
its existence and such additional members shall enjoy full voting rights. 

 

.8 The judges elected to the Judges’ Committee shall elect their own Chairman and Secretary. 
 

1.8 DISQUALIFICATION  AND  REINSTATEMENT  
 

.1 A judge who is in arrears with his affiliation fees due to the Society shall not be allowed to 
judge until the arrears are fully paid. 

 

.2 No judge shall judge or be allowed to judge his own exhibits or those belonging to a partner, 
near relative or from an establishment under his management or control. Any such alleged 
occurrences are, in accordance with Clause 8.2, to be referred to the Judges’ Committee via 
the Management Committee. The Judges’ Committee shall investigate such allegation and 
may suspend such judge until the disciplinary process is finalised in terms of Rule 1.9. 
Allegations made during a show shall be handled in accordance with Rule 3.16.7 before being 
referred to the Management Committee. 

 

.3 A judge may not judge in the same Show in which he, his partner, wife, child or in-laws and 
immediate family is exhibiting. Any such alleged occurrences are, in accordance with Clause 
8.2, to be referred to the Judges’ Committee via the Management Committee. The Judges’ 
Committee shall investigate such allegation and may suspend such judge until the disciplinary 
process is finalised in terms of Rule 1.9. Allegations made during a show shall be handled in 
accordance with Rule 3.16.7 before being referred to the Management Committee. 

 

.4 A judge who does not exhibit at least five (5) birds per year at a Championship Show, shall be 
automatically suspended from the Panel of Judges. 

 

.5 Should a suspended judge qualify to be reinstated within a period of three (3) years after being 
suspended, he will have to successfully undergo a practical test, as arranged by the Judges’ 
Committee. Should a judge qualify to be reinstated after a period of three (3) years since he  
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 was suspended, then he will have to undergo the entire testing procedure for judges, as 

arranged by the Judges’ Committee. 
 

.6 A judge who has been suspended may not be offered any judging appointments. 
 

1.9 IMPROPER  CONDUCT  
 

.1 The Judges’ Committee shall have the power to enquire into any complaint of improper or 
dishonourable conduct relating to judging against any member of the Panel of Judges and, on 
finding such a member guilty of such act or omission, to recommend to the Disciplinary 
Committee to impose any of the following penalties: 

   

   .1      A reprimand or a caution, or 
   

   .2      a reprimand and a caution, or 
 

   .3      suspension for a specified period from the Panel of Judges. 
 

.2 Any such complaint may be made by the Judges’ Committee, by the Management Committee, 
by a club, or by any member of the Panel of Judges. 

 

.3 Any such inquiry shall be held, mutatis mutandis, in accordance with the complaints 
procedure set out in Clause 8 of the Constitution. 

 

1.10 RETIREMENT  FROM  THE  PANEL  OF  JUDGES  
 

.1 Judges over the age of 60 may apply to the Management Committee to retire from the Panel 
of Judges in which case their names will be placed on a list of retired judges which is to be 
maintained by the Secretary of the Judges’ Committee. 

 

.2 Retired judges shall be entitled to wear BSSA judges’ badges and will receive all 
correspondence etc. sent to the Panel of Judges. 

 

.3 Retired judges may attend meetings of judges but will not have voting rights at Judges’ 
Meetings, the Judges’ Conference, or for the election of the Judges’ Committee etc. 

 

.4 Retired judges shall not be entitled to judge at Championship Shows but may be permitted to 
judge at club shows. 

 

1.11 CODE  OF  CONDUCT  FOR  BSSA  JUDGES 
 

.1 Appointment to the Panel of Judges shall be an acknowledgement that a member of the 
Society has attained a very high proficiency in the breeding, exhibition and assessment of 
budgerigars according to the standards of perfection. 

  

.2 It is therefore expected of a judge to remain an active breeder and exhibitor of quality show 
budgerigars and to remain abreast of the latest information regarding the evaluation of the 
standards of perfection of all colours and varieties. 

 

.3 The conduct of a judge shall at all times exemplify the dignity and high esteem of his 
appointment to all members of the Society. 

 

.4 All judges shall, singularly and collectively, actively strive to improve the quality of the 
standards of perfection and their actions, including their judging, shall reflect this endeavour. 

 

.5 Judges shall always assess budgerigars according to the Standard for the Ideal Budgerigar as 
approved by the Constitution of the BSSA and the Rules framed in terms thereof. All exhibits 
shall be placed fairly, honestly and impartially according to these standards. 
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.6 Judges shall attend judges meetings, conferences, etc. in order to stay abreast of 

developments, to further the improvement of the Ideal, Colour Standards, Show Schedule, 
Scale of Points and the Judges’ Book, etc. and to promote uniform judging standards. 

 

.7 Judges shall remain abreast of the handling and completion of the prescribed documentation 
required during judging. 

 

.8 Judges shall respond to judging invitations in writing and shall not withdraw from an 
engagement that has been accepted without good reason. 

 

.9 The principle is accepted that judges shall not compromise their impartiality nor blemish the 
high esteem of office by: 

  

 .1 Viewing any member’s birds in the two weeks prior to a Show whereat the member will 
or could exhibit before him. 

 

 .2 Offering accommodation or hospitality to a judge as an exhibitor or accepting 
accommodation or hospitality from an exhibitor before judging has been completed. 

 

 .3 Showing birds at a Show at which he is officiating. 
 

 .4 Being present at the venue during benching. 
 

 .5 Discussing the merit or otherwise of an exhibit until judging has been completed. 
 

 .6 Openly criticising the decisions of another judge or the judging ability of any member of 
the Panel of Judges. 

 

 .7 Advertising his judging ability in such a manner as to harm the dignity of fellow judges. 
 

 .8 Being party to, or in any way assisting an exhibitor to defraud or in any way contravene 
the spirit of the Constitution and the Rules framed in terms thereof. 

 

 .9 Acting or behaving in an unethical manner. 
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RULE  TWO 
 

SHOW  STATUS 
 

2.1 CLASSIFICATION  
 

.1 Show status shall be classified into Novice, Intermediate and Champion sections and 
Champions shall further be divided into the following categories: 

 

 .1 White Ribbon Champion 
 

 .2 Yellow Ribbon Champion 
 

  .3 Green Ribbon Champion 
 

  .4 Red Ribbon Champion 
 

  .5 Blue Ribbon Champion 
 

  .6 Bronze Medal Champion 
 

  .7 Silver Medal Champion 
 

  .8 Gold Medal Champion 
 

.2 All members of the Society shall gain show status in terms of the Constitution and the Rules 
framed in terms thereof even if they keep and breed budgerigars at the same establishment as 
a higher ranking member. 

 

.3 Points may be accumulated over a number of show seasons. 
 

.4 Members holding any particular show status who qualify for higher show status during a show 
season, shall only be promoted to the higher show status at the end of that show season. 

 

2.2 MEMBERS  JOINING  FROM  OTHER  SPECIALIST  BUDGERIG AR  SOCIETIES 
 

 .1 A member who held Novice, Intermediate or Champion status in a specialist budgerigar club 
or society may, on joining the Society, be granted the status he held in his previous club or 
society, or such status below this as the Management Committee may decide, if the following 
conditions are met: 

 

  .1 Such member must apply to the Management Committee for Novice, Intermediate or 
Champion status through his club on joining the Society. 

 

  .2 The member must produce proof of his previous show status. 
 

.2 The Management Committee must advise all clubs and show secretaries of any allocation of 
show status under this Rule. 

 

2.3 REQUIREMENTS  FOR  GRADUATION  TO  HIGHER  SHOW  ST ATUS 
 

.1 Novices 
 A minimum of 36 months from the date of approval of membership by the Management 

Committee as per the minutes of the relevant Management Committee meeting and at least 
125 points acquired at approved Shows of which at least 20 points must be acquired at 
National Championship Shows. The member will then be promoted as from the 1st day of the 
next show season after these criteria had been met. 
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.2 Intermediates 
 At least three years as an Intermediate and at least 125 points acquired at approved Shows of 

which at least 30 points must be acquired at National Championship Shows. 
 

.3 Champions 
 Champions  shall  be  graded  into  the  designated  categories  once  the  following  minimum  

points  have  been  gained : 
 

 .1 White Ribbon Champions 
  All Champions are automatically granted White Ribbon status. 
 

.2 Yellow Ribbon Champions 
 More than 250 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which  at  least  50  

must  be  National  points. 
 

.3 Green Ribbon Champions 
   More than 500 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which at least 100 

must be National points. 
 

.4 Red Ribbon Champions 
 More than 750 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which at least 150 

must be National points. 
 

.5 Blue  Ribbon  Champions 
 More  than  1000  points  acquired  as  a  Champion  at  approved  Shows  of  which  at  

least  200  must  be  National  points. 
 

.6 Bronze Medal Champions 
 More than 1250 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which at least 

250 must be National points. 
 

.7 Silver Medal Champions 
 More than 1625 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which at least 

310 must be National points. 
 

.8 Gold Medal Champions 
 More than 2000 points acquired as a Champion at approved Shows of which at least 

375 must be National points. 
 

.9 Points gained in a particular category of the Champion section shall be carried forward. 
 

.4 Reduction in Qualification Period 
  The Management Committee may, in exemplary cases, approve an application for promotion 

to the next higher show status at the end of each year of exhibition should an application be 
made by a member who has excelled in the preceding year of exhibition as a Novice or 
Intermediate provided such member has achieved at least all the minimum requirements in 
respect of points needed for promotion. The mere attainment of the required number of points 
will, by itself, not guarantee such promotion. 

 

.5 All promotions to higher show status shall take effect on the first day after the National 
Championship Show.  
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RULE  THREE 
 

SHOW  RULES 
 

3.1 APPLICABILITY  OF  SHOW  RULES  
 

.1 These Show Rules, including the standards and illustrations contained in the appendices 
annexed to these Rules and the Colour Standards approved by the Society as contained in 
Volume Three of the BSSA Constitution and Rules, shall apply at all Championship Shows of 
the Society. 

 

3.2 COMPETITORS  
 

.1 Championship Shows shall be open to all members of the Society. 
 

 .2 Non-members may enter the closed rung birds they have bred in the Champion Any Age 
classes. 

 

 .3 In the event of the National Championship Show of the Society being held together with the 
National Show of the South African National Cage Bird Association, members of the latter 
may, in addition, enter their “Breeder rung classes” in the Champion Young Bird classes. 

 

3.3 COMPETITIVE  CATEGORIES  
 

The competitive categories shall consist of Young Bird classes and Any Age classes as reflected in 
the Show Schedule. 

 

3.4 EXHIBITS  
 

.1 All exhibits shall have been bred by the exhibitor and shall wear the official closed coded ring 
of the exhibitor. 

  

.2 The borrowing, lending or hiring of birds for exhibition purposes is strictly forbidden. 
 

.3 The following actions are debarred and the exhibition of birds so treated is strictly forbidden: 
 

 .1 The colour feeding of budgerigars. 
 

.2 The use of any preparation whatsoever which causes birds in the slightest degree to show 
unnatural colour. 

 

.3 The trimming of feathers on the body, wings or tail. 
 

.4 The faking, dyeing or presentation of any bird in any other fraudulent or misleading manner 
whatsoever. 

  

 .4 The plucking of spots is permissible. 
 

.5 Exhibits wearing a split celluloid ring will be permitted and all exhibits shall wear the closed 
ring of the exhibiting member or in the case of partnerships, the closed ring of one of the 
members or of the partnership. 

 

.6 No exhibit shall wear more than one closed ring. 
 

.7 No exhibit may be entered in more than one class. 
 

3.5 SHOW  CAGES 
 

.1 All show cages shall conform to the standards of the Society as described and depicted in 
Appendices F and G annexed hereto. 
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.2 Show cage floors shall be covered with seed and no sand or sawdust may be used. 

 

.3 Show cages are to be properly fastened and should be clean and neatly painted. 
 

.4 No other distinguishing mark other than the official show cage ticket shall appear on any cage. 
 

3.6 GRADING  OF  SHOWS 
 

 .1 National Championship Shows 
 All National Championship Shows shall be graded as Grade A Shows. 
 

 .2 Area Championship Shows 
 Area Championship Shows in the various Areas with the numbers of birds benched as indicated 

below shall be graded as follows: 
   

  Grade B Grade A 
Gauteng: Up to 750 751 or more 
Western Cape: Up to 750 751 or more 
Free State: Up to 700 701 or more 
Eastern Cape: Up to 600 601 or more 
KwaZulu-Natal: Up to 550 551 or more 
 

.3 Additional Area Championship Shows 
   Additional Area Championship Shows in the various Areas with the numbers of birds benched 

as indicated below shall be graded as follows:  
      

     Grade C Grade B Grade A 
  Gauteng: Up to 400 401 to 750 751 or more 
  Western Cape: Up to 400 401 to 750 751 or more 
  Free State: Up to 350 351 to 700 701 or more 
  Eastern Cape: Up to 250 251 to 600 601 or more 
  KwaZulu-Natal: Up to 200 201 to 550 551 or more 
 

.4 Rare Variety Championship Shows 
  Rare Variety Championship Shows shall qualify for points as Grade C Shows but may acquire 

Grade B status if the number of benched birds exceed the number of birds as calculated by 
multiplying the number of members in each Area on 1 January of each year by 2, adjusted 
upwards to the nearest 10. 

 

.5 Specialist Variety Championship Shows 
  Specialist Variety Championship Shows shall qualify for points as Grade C Shows but may 

acquire Grade B status if the number of benched birds exceed the number of birds as calculated 
by multiplying the number of members in each Area on 1 January of each year by 3, adjusted 
upwards to the nearest 10. 

 

3.7 ALLOCATION  OF  POINTS  
 

.1 Grade A Championship Shows 
 At Grade A Championship Shows points shall be allocated as follows: 
 

.1 All Classes 
 In all classes in the Champion, Intermediate and Novice sections: 
  

 .1 2 Points for first in classes of 1 to 4 birds benched. 
 

 .2  3 Points for first and 2 points for second in classes of 5 to 8 birds benched. 
 

 .3 4 Points for first, 3 points for second and 2 points for third in classes of 9 to 12 birds 
benched.

 .4 5 Points for first, 4 points for second, 3 points for third and 2 points for fourth in 

classes of 13 or more birds benched. 
 

.2 Best of Section 
 In all classes in all Sections: 
 

 .1 4 Points for Best of Section. 
 

.3 Best of Colour in Sections 
 For all Best of Colour in all Sections: 
  

   .1 2 Points for Best of Colour Any Age in Section. 
 

   .2 2 Points for Best of Colour Young Bird in Section. 
 

   .3 2 Points for Best of Colour in Section. 
 

  .4 Best on Show 
    

   .1 2 Points for Best of Colour on Show. 
 

   .2 2 Points for Best Bird on Show. 
 

   .3 1 Point for Best Opposite Sex on Show. 
 

   .4 2 Points for Best Any Age on Show. 
 

   .5 2 Points for Best Young Bird on Show. 
  

 .2 Grade B Championship Shows 
  At Grade B Championship Shows points shall be allocated as follows: 
 

  .1 All Classes 
In all classes in the Champion, Intermediate and Novice sections: 
 

.1 1 Point for first in classes of 1 to 4 birds benched. 
 

.2 2 Points for first and 1 point for second in classes of 5 to 8 birds benched. 
 

.3 3 Points for first, 2 points for second and 1 point for third in classes of 9 to 12 birds 
benched. 

 

.4 4 Points for first, 3 points for second, 2 points for third and 1 point for fourth in classes 
of 13 or more birds benched. 

 

  .2 Best of Section 
   In all Sections: 
 

   .1 2 Points for Best of Section. 
 

  .3 Best of Colour in Sections 
 For Best of Colour in all Sections: 
 

 .1 1 Point for Best of Colour Any Age in Section. 
 

 .2 1 Point for Best of Colour Young Bird in Section. 
 

 .3 1 Point for Best of Colour in Section. 
 

.5 Best on Show 
 

 .1 2 Points for Best of  Colour on Show. 
 

 .2 2 Points for Best Bird on Show. 
 

 .3 1 Point for Best Opposite Sex on Show. 
 

   .4 2 Points for Best Any Age on Show. 
 

   .5 2 Points for Best Young Bird on Show. 
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 .3 Grade C Championship Shows 
  At  Grade C Championship Shows points shall be allocated as follows: 
 

  .1 All Classes 
   In all Classes in all Sections: 
 

   .1 1 Point for first in classes of 1 to 8 birds benched. 
 

   .2 2 Points for first and 1 point for second in classes of 9 or more birds benched. 
 

  .2 Best of Section 
   In all Sections: 
 

   .1 1 Point for Best of Section. 
 

  .3 Best of Colour in Sections 
   For Best of Colour in all Sections: 
 

   .1 1 Point for Best of Colour Any Age in Section. 
 

   .2 1 Point for Best of Colour Young Bird in Section. 
 

   .3 1 Point for Best of Colour in Section. 
 

  .4 Best on Show 
 

   .1 1 Point for Best of Colour on Show. 
 

   .2 2 Points for Best Bird on Show. 
 

   .3 1 Point for Best Opposite Sex on Show. 
 

   .4 1 Point for Best Any Age on Show. 
 

   .5 1 Point for Best Young Bird on Show. 
 

3.8 CHAMPION  OF  SECTION  
 

The exhibitor in each section who gains the most points during each show season derived by adding 
the points gained at the National Championship Show to the points gained at the two best scoring 
Area Championship Shows of the Society attended (including Additional Area Championship 
Shows), shall be declared the Champion of that section for that year and will be awarded a gold 
medal. 

 

NOTE: 
When competing for Champion of Section, exhibiting at the National Championship Show is 
compulsory but exhibiting at Area Championship Shows is not compulsory. However, if an 
exhibitor has exhibited at one or more Area Championship Shows, the points gained at the two best 
scoring Area Championship Shows shall be added to the points gained at the National 
Championship Show when deciding the Champion of Section. 

 

3.9 S.A.  CHAMPION  
 

The Best Bird on the National Championship Show, regardless of whether in the Champion, 
Intermediate or Novice section, shall be awarded the honorary title of South African Champion for 
that year and further be awarded a certificate indicating full particulars of the colour and sex of the 
bird, full ring number and name of the owner, plus a gold medal. 

 

3.10 AREAS 
 

.1 Existing clubs will be grouped into Areas as follows: 
 

  .1 Gauteng  Area 
East Rand Budgerigar Society, Jacaranda Show Budgie Society, Northern Transvaal Show 
Budgie Society, Premier Budgerigar Club and Wesrand Budgerigar Klub. 
 

  .2 Western  Cape  Area 
Cape Peninsula Budgerigar Society, Cape Town Budgerigar Club and Tygerberg 
Budgerigar Club. 
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  .3 Free  State  Area 

 Kroonstad Budgie Klub, Northern Cape Budgerigar Society and Vaaldriehoek Budgerigar 
Klub 

 

  .4 Eastern  Cape  Area 
 East London Budgerigar Society, Eastern Province Budgerigar Society, Garden Route 

Budgerigar Club and Karoo Budjie Vereniging. 
 

  .5 KwaZulu-Natal  Area 
   Durban Budgerigar Club and Pietermaritzburg Budgerigar Club. 
 

 .2 Newly formed clubs will be allocated to existing Areas by the Management Committee. 
 

3.11 CHAMPIONSHIP  SHOWS  
 

 .1 One Area Championship Show per Area shall be held annually and in addition to this, a National 
Championship Show shall be held, hosted on a rotational basis. 

 

 .2 The National Championship Show shall be held annually during the months of July or August 
and all Area Championship Shows shall precede it. 

 

 .3 The Management Committee will compile a roster of the clubs in each Area and the right to host 
a Championship Show shall, subject to Rules 3.12 and 3.13, rotate amongst the clubs of each 
respective Area in accordance with this roster. 

 

 .4 Each Area will be eligible to stage the National Championship Show once every five years. 
 

 .5 The National Championship Show shall be a two-day Show but Area Championship Shows may 
be either one- or two-day Shows, at the discretion of the club hosting the Show. 

 

 .6 Clubs may host Additional Championship Shows during the show season provided that these 
Shows are in accordance with the criteria laid down by the Management Committee. (See 
Appendix H) 

 

3.12 APPLICATION  TO  HOST  CHAMPIONSHIP  SHOWS  
 

 .1 All applications to host Championship Shows must be in the hands of the General Secretary on 
or before the 30th day of September in the preceding show season. 

 

 .2 The application must contain a proposed date for the Show which is to be approved by the 
Management Committee. 

 

 .3 The next club on the roster will be allocated the right to apply to host the Show if: 
 

  .1 The club entitled to host a Championship Show indicates that it is not in a position to host 
the Show when its turn comes up according to the roster 

 

   or 
 

  .2 the Management Committee is of the opinion that a particular club is not financially sound 
and/or incapable of fulfilling the requirements of the Management Committee in hosting the 
Show 

 

   or 
 

  .3 a club fails to apply to host a particular Show. 
 

 .4 In cases where the National Championship Show is offered to another club on the roster, the 
other clubs in that Area, in order of rotation, shall first be awarded the right to host the Show 
before any other Area is approached. 
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 .5 No club will be required to host both the National and Area Championship Show in the same 

year. 
 

3.13 SHOW  REQUIREMENTS/CONDITIONS  
 

.1 The Management Committee must have an assurance that the club organising the Championship 
Show is financially sound and in a position to appoint an experienced show committee which is 
to consist of at least six members which shall include: 

 

 .1 A Show Manager who will act as chairman of the show committee to co-ordinate and direct 
the Show. 

 

 .2 A Show Secretary to execute the administrative function of the Show and the compilation 
of the completed Judges’ Book. 

 

 .3 A Chief Steward to ensure that all stewards execute their functions correctly and that the 
Judges’ Book is completed correctly. 

 

 .4 A Transit Manager to be responsible for air-freighted and/or railed birds. 
 

 .5 A Bird Welfare Officer to take care of the welfare of the birds and to ensure that all birds 
receive water after judging. 

 

 .6 A Security Officer to ensure the safety of birds during the Show including benching and de-
benching. 

 

.2 Where possible, sufficient judges are to be engaged so that not less than 150 birds are judged by 
any one judge. 

 

.3 The official Judges’ Book, supplied by the Management Committee, must be used at all 
Championship Shows and must be returned, duly completed, within 14 days of completion of  
the Show. 

 

.4 The Judges’ Book shall at all times remain the property of the Society. 
 

3.14 THE  BSSA  REPRESENTATIVE 
 

 .1 The Management Committee shall appoint an official representative who will act in an advisory 
capacity and represent the Management Committee in ensuring a well run Show and who must: 

 

  .1 Have a sound knowledge of the Constitution and the Rules framed in terms thereof. 
 

  .2 Not be a member of the committee or show committee of the club/s presenting the 
Championship Show. 

 

 .2 The Duties of the BSSA Representative are: 
 

  .1 To ensure that the spirit and the letter of the Constitution and the Rules framed in terms 
thereof are adhered to. 

 

  .2 To point out problems or discrepancies to the Show Manager for correction. 
 

  .3 To convene a meeting of the Show Committee in the event of any serious contravention of 
this Constitution and the Rules framed in terms thereof coming to his attention, or in any 
other circumstance for which he considers it necessary. 

 

  .4 To submit a written report to the Management Committee within 14 days of the Show on: 
 

   .1 The benching of the birds. 
 

   .2 The preparation for the Show. 
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   .3 The smooth running of the Show. 
 

   .4 The show administration. 
 

   .5 Any other matters of interest. 
 

  .5 The BSSA Representative must attend the meeting of the officiating judges which will be 
held at the conclusion of judging and must report any matters he deems pertinent to the 
Management Committee. 

 

  .6 The BSSA Representative will oversee the entering of exhibits’ closed ring numbers in the 
Judges’ Book. 

 

 .3 The BSSA Representative’s ruling on any matter regarding the interpretation of the Constitution 
and the Rules framed thereunder shall be binding, subject however to Rule 3.16.7. 

 

.4 The BSSA Representative shall act in an honorary capacity but all or part of his expenses may 
be reimbursed by the Management Committee. 

 

3.15 THE  SHOW  CATALOGUE  
 

.1 The names of the judges, indicating the colours and the sections that each judge will judge, must 
appear on the cover of the Show Catalogue. 

 

.2 The front cover, information page/s and prize list of the Show Catalogue for Championship 
Shows and particulars to prove the requirements of Rule 3.12 must be approved by the 
Management Committee prior to the circulation of the Show Catalogue to members. 

 

.3 The Show Catalogue must be submitted to the Management Committee at least three (3) months 
before the approved show date. 

 

.4 The Show Catalogue must be distributed to reach members at least one (1) month before the 
closing date for entries. 

 

.5 All members of the Society are to receive a copy of the Show Catalogue of the National 
Championship Show. All members are to receive notification either by means of a Show 
Catalogue, the SA Budgerigar Bulletin, the internet or direct correspondence of Area 
Championship, Additional, Rare Variety and Specialist Championship Shows. 

 

3.16 SHOW  PROCEDURE 
 

.1 Entries 
 

 .1 No entries shall be accepted unless accompanied by the appropriate entry fees. 
 

 .2 Provision shall be made for the acceptance of air-freighted and railed birds. 
 

 .3 The Show Committee shall, in consultation with the BSSA Representative, reserve the right 
to refuse any entry or exhibit for good reason shown. 

 

.2 Staging  and  care  of  exhibits 
 

 .1 Exhibitors shall be responsible for the feeding of their birds before benching. 
 

 .2 Air-freighted and railed birds shall be attended to by the Transit Manager and the Bird 
Welfare Officer. 

 

 .3 The Animal Protection Act (Act 71 of 1962 as amended) demands that all birds be given 
water and this must occur immediately after judging in terms of SPCA requirements. 
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 .4 The Bird Welfare Officer shall be responsible for the care and well being of all exhibits for 

the duration of the show. The exhibitor may water his exhibits after judging has been 
completed, failing which the Bird Welfare Officer shall do so. The Bird Welfare Officer 
will remove exhibits showing obvious signs of illness or distress from the show bench to a 
place of shelter. 

 

 .5 Every precaution will be taken to maintain the welfare of the exhibits but the entire risk for 
the exhibits shall be borne by the exhibitor as the Society shall not be responsible for any 
damage to, or loss of birds, cages, cage carriers or any other property of the exhibitor that 
may occur either during or in transit to or from the Show, or in any circumstances 
whatsoever, and all entries are made subject to these conditions. 

 

 .6 During the Show the exhibits are in the custody of the Show Committee and may not be 
touched or handled by exhibitors or any other person whatsoever, other than show officials. 
This is also applicable when photographs are to be taken. 

 

   .7 When exhibits are touched or handled, this action shall occur in a closed room and every 
precaution is to be taken to ensure the safety and welfare of the exhibit. 

 

 .8 The designated holding area is out of bounds to all unauthorised persons. Only the officials 
in charge of such area may authorise the handling of exhibit within, or the removal of 
exhibits from, such area. 

 

.3 Judging 
 

 .1 In order to stimulate interest in the fancy, the Show Committee may, if suitable space and 
control measures are available, allow the public to enter the hall whilst judging is in 
progress in specific demarcated areas. 

 

 .2 At least one senior and two ordinary stewards are to be appointed for each judge. 
 

 .3 Judges who are disqualified from judging in terms of Rule 1.8 shall not be appointed to 
officiate at any Show. 

 

 .4 A judging panel may be appointed to judge any section or major awards. 
 

 .5 The judge’s decision is final except where fraud, misrepresentation or collusion is 
afterwards proven. 

 

 .6 No alteration may be made to the awards after the judge has finished judging without first 
obtaining the permission of the Show Committee. 

 

 .7 Whenever an exhibit is “passed”, the reason shall be recorded on the cage label and in the 
Judges’ Book ie: 

   

  .1 If, after a reasonable time, a bird will not perch, the judge shall mark the cage label 
“Won’t Perch (W/P)”. 

 

  .2 Birds entered in wrong classes shall be marked “Wrong Class (W/C)”. 
 

 .8 The combining of classes is not permitted at Championship Shows. 
 

 .9 All awards shall be placed on the cages as soon as possible after judging is completed. 
 

 .10 All birds winning major awards or special prizes at Championship Shows, as instructed by 
the Management Committee, shall have their closed ring numbers entered in the appropriate 
spaces in the Judges’ Book before awards are placed on the cages. 
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 .11 The ring numbers of award winning birds shall be checked in a closed room by the 

applicable judge in the presence of the BSSA Representative. Only people authorised by the 
Show Manager shall be present in the room. 

 

 .4 Awards 
 

.1 Classes shall be evaluated in accordance with the Ideals, Colour Standards and Scale of  
Points and prizes may be awarded if the birds are of a sufficiently high standard. 

 

.2 The first seven birds in each class shall be placed from 1st to 7th place. 
 

.3 In classes where there is limited or no competition, an exhibit shall not be debarred from 
receiving the prize if the judge considers it worthy thereof. 

 

.4 In all classes, the judge may withhold the awards if the exhibits are not, in the judge’s 
opinion, of sufficient merit to be presented such awards. 

 

.5 Where special prizes have been donated and the birds are not of a sufficiently high standard 
to warrant the award, the prizes may be withdrawn and returned to the donor, placed in the 
club fund, or held over for the following Show. 

 

.6 Only birds that have won first prizes in their classes shall be eligible for special prizes. 
 

 .5 Trophies 
 

 .1 Signatures for all trophies awarded shall be obtained in the Trophy Register by the Show 
Committee of the club hosting the Championship Show. 

 

 .2 All trophies shall be returned to the General Secretary one month before the next Show at 
the expense of the holder. 

 

.6 De-benching of Birds 
 

 .1 No exhibit shall be removed before the conclusion of the Show by any person other than a 
show official duly authorised by the Show Committee. 

 

 .2 At the conclusion of the Show, the hall shall be cleared of the public and only exhibitors 
shall be permitted in the hall in order to collect their birds. 

 

 .3 As soon as all the birds have been collected and each exhibitor is satisfied that he has 
secured all his cages, the birds may be marked off on the official form and be removed. 

 

.7 Disputes  relating  to  Shows 
 

 .1 Awards 
 

.1 Anyone with definite grounds for disputing any award or who has any complaint or 
objection with respect to the awards, may lodge a written protest with the Show 
Secretary DURING  THE  SHOW  before de-benching commences, together with a 
deposit of R50.00. 

 

.2 On receipt of such protest, the Show Committee shall as soon as possible enquire into 
the matter and withhold the prizes in the class or classes covered by the protest until 
the matter has been investigated and resolved. 

 

.3 The deposit shall be forfeited if the protest is found to be of a frivolous nature or to 
have been made without any reasonable grounds. 
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.4 The Show Committee and the BSSA Representative will deal with all objections and 

in the event of any decision not giving satisfaction to the party concerned, the matter 
may be referred to the Management Committee. 

 

.2 Other Disputes 
 

  All other disputes shall be handled as set out in Clause 8 of the Constitution.    
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APPENDIX A ANNEXED TO THE RULES FRAMED IN TERMS OF THE BSSA CONSTITUTION 
 
THE  STANDARD  FOR  THE  IDEAL  BUDGERIGAR  OF  THE   BUDGERIGAR  SOCIETY  
OF  SOUTH  AFRICA  
 

CONDITION  
Condition is essential. If a bird is not in condition, it should be penalised. Excellent show condition can be 
defined as a bird that is complete in feather. Whether it be a “Yellow” or “Buff”, the feather should show 
the bloom of good health and good preparation. 
 

TYPE 
Gracefully tapered from nape of neck to tip of tail, with an approximately straight back line and a rather 
deep, nicely curved chest. 
 

LENGTH  
The ideal length shall be a minimum of 216mm from the crown of the head to the tip of the tail. However, 
the budgerigar is essentially a bird of balance and style and this should always be taken into consideration. 
The ideal length of the wing is 85mm from the butt to the tip of the longest primary flight. No bird 
showing “long-flighted” characteristics shall be eligible to take any award. 
 

HEAD  
Large, round, wide and symmetrical when viewed from any angle; curvature of skull commencing at the 
cere, to lift outward and upward, continuing over the top to the base of the head in one graceful sweep. 
 

BEAK  
Set well into the face. 
 

EYE 
To be bold and bright and positioned well away from the front, top and back skull. 
 

NECK  
To be short and wide when viewed from either side or front. 
 

WINGS 
Approximately two-thirds of the total length of the bird, well braced, carried just above the cushion of the 
tail and not crossed. Must contain seven visual primary flight feathers, fully grown and not broken. 
 

TAIL  
To be straight and tight with two long tail feathers. 
 

POSITION  
Steady on the perch at an angle of 30 degrees from the vertical, looking fearless and natural. 
 

MASK  AND  SPOTS 
Mask to be clear, deep and wide, ornamented, where applicable, by six evenly spaced large round throat 
spots, the outer two being partially covered at the base of the cheek patches. The size of the spots to be in 
proportion to the rest of the make-up of the bird as shown in the Ideal. Spots can be either too large or too 
small. 
 

LEGS  AND  FEET 
Legs should be straight and strong, with two front and two rear toes all with claws firmly gripping the 
perch. 
 

MARKINGS  
Wavy markings, where applicable, on cheek, head, neck, back and wings to stand out clearly. 
 

COLOUR  
Clear and level and of an even shade.

STANDARD  OF  EXCELLENCE  FOR  THE  IDEAL  HEN  
The hen shall be equal to the cock in all aspects of excellence except in the head qualities, where it shall 
be as wide as the cock when viewed from the front but shall have less frontal rise, be a little flatter over 
the eye and have less backskull without losing the smooth rounded line from the cere over the top of the 
head to blend into the backline when viewed from the side. Also it should be wider between the legs and 
thicker in the vent area. It should look feminine and less masculine than the cock.

GUIDELINES  TO  BE  READ  IN  CONJUNCTION  WITH  TH E  SHOW  SCHEDULE 
 

When  entering  birds  in  their  respective  classes, the  schedule  is  very  specific  in  that  the  colour  or  variety  
indicated  is  the  colour  or  variety  allowed  in  that  class. This  is  particularly  so  in  respect  of  the  popular  
colours  and  varieties.  The  same  can  not  be  said  for  the  composites ; which  means  that  they  combine  a  
number  of  mutant  varieties  all  in  one  bird.  The  more  common  ones  e.g.  Opaline  Cinnamon,  have  their  
own  classes  but  the  problem  arises  when  the  exhibitor  is  confronted  with,  for  instance,  a  Spangle  
Yellowface.  Does  it  go  in  the  Spangle  class  or  the  Yellowface  class ?  This  has  always  been  a  problem  for  
exhibitors  and  officials  alike.  To  try  and  alleviate  the  problem,  a  form  of  hierarchy  was  suggested  and  this  
was  approved  at  the  judges’  seminar  held  in  Orkney  in  1997.  This  action  was  subsequently  approved  by  
Management  Committee  at  a  meeting  held  on  24th November  1997.  The  hierarchy  order  of  merit  is : 

 
SPANGLE  INCLUDING  DOUBLE  FACTOR 

DOMINANT  PIED 
RECESSIVE  PIED 

YELLOWFACE 
A.O.C. or  V. 

 
What  this  means  in  reality  is  that  any  bird  that  carries  the  Spangle  factor  and  also  the  variety  below  it  i.e.  
Dominant  Pied,  must  be  entered  in  the  Spangle  class.  Thus  the  following  will  all  be  entered  in  the  
Spangle  class,  either  Green  or  Blue  series,  or  Double  Factor :

Next  on  the  ranking  is  the  Recessive  Pied.  The  only  composite  we  can  have  here  is  the  Yellowface  and  as  
Yellowface  is  below  Recessive  Pied,  the  bird  must  be  entered  as  a  Recessive  Pied. 
 
Please  note  that  the  so  called  odd  eyed  Pieds,  those  having  one  normal  eye  and  one  plum  coloured  eye  
without  the  iris  ring,  must  be  entered  in  the  Dominant  Pied  class. 
 
Fourth  on  the  list  is  the  Yellowface  which  means  that  all  varieties  in  the  Blue  series  that  carry  the  
Yellowface  factor,  must  be  entered  in  the  Yellowface  class,  unless  they  are  combined  with  Spangle,  
Dominant  or  Recessive  Pied  varieties  in  which  case  they  must  be  entered  in  the  respective  Spangle,  
Dominant  and  Recessive  Pied  classes. 
 
Birds  known  as  Australian  Goldenface,  both  single  or  double  factor,  must  be  entered  in  the  Yellowface  
class.  Birds  known  as  Rainbows,  which  is  actually  a  composite  Opaline  Whitewing  Yellowface/Goldenface  
Blue,  must  be  entered  in  the  A.O.C. or  V. class. 
 
Please  remember  that  should  you  have  difficulty  in  deciding  in  which  class  a  particular  bird  should  be  
entered,  do  not  hesitate  to  ask  a  more  experienced  member  for  advise.

STANDARD  SHOW  CAGE 
 

1 SIZE 
Overall measurements: 356mm long, 305mm high, 165mm wide. 

 

2 WOOD 
Top and bottom, sides and false roof: 8mm+1mm-0mm finish, in red or white deal, pine, redwood or 
any other suitable wood or composite material approved by the Management Committee. Back: good 
4mm plywood or any other suitable wood or composite material approved by the Management 
Committee, nailed outside. 

 

3 DOOR 
.1 Size: 102mm x 89mm. 

 

.2 Fasteners: One 15 gauge flat loop wire, length 38mm outside, 32mm inside, at bottom left-hand 
door, 19mm from left edge and 19mm from bottom edge. One plain brass desk turn, 25mm long, 
fixed above top left-hand door in line with the loop wire fastener. 

 

.3 Two strong brass hinges, 24mm x 16mm (when open) at right-hand side, fixed 10mm from top 
and bottom respectively. 

 

.4 To open: 22mm 16 gauge wire S-hook, in centre of door. 
 

.5 Left-hand edge bevel cut only, or left-hand edge, top and bottom of door, sloping bevel cut, 
right-hand edge straight cut (to take hinges) 95mm overall from cage bottom and centered with 
sides. 

 

4 FRONT  RAIL 
.1 Height: 70mm from cage floor. 
 

.2 Thickness of wood: 8mm finish. 
 

5 DRINKER 
White plastic unmarked finger drawer drinker as supplied by the Society, fitted between the 1st and 
2nd vertical wires starting from the left, resting on the 2nd horizontal bar from the bottom of the wire 
front. 

 

6 PERCHES 
.1 To be 16mm standard dowel extending from back to front, ends flush cut with the front end, 

horizontal grooved to intersect with the horizontal bar and slightly chamfered to fit between the 
7th and 8th vertical bar from either side of the cage front. 

 

.2 Position: Screw holes at back of cage to be 140mm from the bottom, overall, and 111mm apart. 
Perches at front then centre with the crossbar. 

 

7 WIRE  FRONT 
.1 Comprises 21 wires, 14 gauge, mesh 15.8mm centre to centre. 
.2 Height of crossbar 140mm overall, including bottom of cage. 
.3 For strength, double punched bar at top, set 10mm apart. 
.4 Curve at top: 9.5mm radius. 
.5 Fixing: three wires left as spikes at top and bottom. 

 

 NOTE: Spot welded fronts to above specifications are permissible. 
 

8 TOP 
.1 Width approximately 140mm sufficiently wide to cover strengthening bar. 
.2 Hand-hole: kidney-shaped, 89mm x 32mm. 
.3 Height of sloping false roof, 216mm from floor of cage. 
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9 COLOUR 
Inside and wire front: white. Outside: black. 

 

10 NAME 
No maker’s name or mark may appear on the cage.
