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As a matter of routine, when chicks are being raised, a small table or cover should be 
placed in the corner of the breeding cage, so if a chick is threatened by either parent, or 
has emerged from the nest box too early, a place to retreat and security can be found. 
When chicks are ready to leave the nest box at between four to five weeks old, keep a 
watch to see if any individual causes irritation to its parents. The usual sign of this is 
when you find a chick scampering and flapping about the cage. Try to separate it from 
the rest as the parents will eventually attack and kill it. They will feel threatened, as 
their maternal instincts will have waned and their concentration will be firmly on the 
next round of eggs. If attacks continue, and more chicks are threatened, remove the 
parent responsible from the cage, and take down the nest box thus allowing the 
remaining parent to complete the rearing.¨  
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The 2004 Gauteng Championship show was held on 17 and 18 April.  There were 18

There are dozens of different disinfectants on the 
market made up of differing chemical ingredients 
and some are more effective than others at killing 
certain microbes. Few are really broad spectrum 
(i.e. effective against all bacteria, spores, fungi and 
viruses).  
 
Some have significant drawbacks in terms of 
safety to the user, safety to use in the presence of 
birds, some are corrosive (because they are very 
acid or alkaline) and some are inactivated when 
there is organic material contaminating the 
surfaces. It is therefore important to clean all 
surfaces first, rinse off the detergent then disinfect 
them. 
 
One of the latest disinfectants to hit the market is 
F10, which is available in the UK in a highly 
concentrated form under the labels ‘F10 Super 
Concentrate Disinfectant’ and ‘F10SC Veterinary 
Disinfectant’. These are identical products but the 
latter is only available from a veterinary practice 
where the veterinarian may give specific guidelines 
on its use as part of a recovery plan.  
 
What makes F10 unique is that it combines 
performance with safety, even in the presence of 
your birds. It is registered in South Africa, New 
Zealand and Australia. This means that all label 
claims have been assessed and approved by 
independent technical assessors employed by the 
state. Extensive testing has been carried out on the 
product at independent and internationally 
recognised laboratories covering efficacy and 
safety aspects. F10 has a number of actives and 
due to the formulation design makes resistance 
build up due to long continued use most unlikely.  
In the UK it has been used over the last four years 
by leading avian veterinarians and is now being 
used by leading veterinarians specialising in 
exotics of all species, from the west coast of the 
USA, across Europe, Asia and the East to the East 
coast of Australia. Some of these veterinarians 
have spoken and written of their experience with 
F10, where more often than not it is part of a 
therapeutic treatment plan either with other drugs 
or as a stand alone treatment. These experiences 
have appeared in published articles and in 

technical papers presented at international 
veterinary conferences around the world. 
 
F10 disinfectant is bactericidal, fungicidal, 
virucidal and sporicidal at concentrations which 
are safe to use around your birds. This is important 
because not only is it a practical issue, but more 
importantly because it is still effective. Other 
products may have reduced efficacy due to weaker 
concentrations being required when spraying or 
fogging around livestock (They might otherwise be 
harmful, toxic or irritating).  
 
F10 disinfectant is a multi-purpose product and in 
addition to disinfection of surfaces and air spaces 
can be used to wash seed and millet before giving 
them to the birds or added in their drinking water  
to improve water quality which might otherwise 
deteriorate due to contamination from food. It can 
be used to wash equipment and feed containers and 
can even be used as a sterilizing solution. It is very 
stable, even mixed solutions will remain effective 
for months after dilution, if the cap is replaced on 
the container after each use. Independent tests and 
field experiments carried out confirmed that there 
was no residual build up in the vital organs of 
avian species after continuously drinking water 
treated with F10SC disinfectant at concentrations 
of up to 1:250 for a five week period and that there 
was no reduction in the natural gut flora over the 
same period.  
 
A suggested F10SC disinfectant user guideline for 
use in your aviary is available on Health and 
Hygiene’s web-page. Go to 
www.healthandhygiene.net then click on the User 
Guideline button and select Aviculture Guideline.  
The microbe Aspergillus sp. has been selected as 
the indicator organism used to decide the 
concentrations used in this guideline, so a high 
level of protection is inherent in its application

Everyone in the Budgerigar fancy is well aware of 
the viral challenge that struck recently with such 
disastrous effect. This is a wake-up call to review 
how adequate your biosecurity measures are to 
protect your stock. 
 
What is biosecurity? This means how secure your 
birds are from infectious agents. It is a multi-
facetted issue and covers the location, construction 
design, construction materials, lighting and 
ventilation of your birdroom. In existing aviaries 
this can only be modified slightly, but these 
aspects can be carefully considered for new 
constructions. Bio-security also covers how food is 
stored, your source of birds, stocking density and 
all aspects of preventative medicine: including 
quarantine, disease screening and disin-fection. 
In this article we are going to concentrate on the 
disease causing microbes themselves and what 
actions are required to deal with them on an 
ongoing basis. 
 
Microbes are encountered in everyday life and 
many do not cause disease but instead are 
beneficial to our birds, such as the microbes that 
make up the natural gut flora of our birds. Some 
microbes can cause disease if their numbers exceed 
that of the body’s immune system’s capacity to 
cope with them. The severity of the illness, the 
onset of secondary infections and the time taken 
for recovery (even with appropriate treatment) will 
depend on the strength of the bird’s immune 
system. When a bird is under duress, such as a 
juvenile, breeding female, a bird in a heavy moult 
or the exhibition team, then they are more 
susceptible due to ‘stress’ and a lower immune 
system. It is therefore important to keep the 
numbers of these disease causing microbes as low 
as it is practical to achieve. 
 
Broadly speaking they fall into four categories, 
bacteria (including resistant spores), fungi and 
viruses. There are hundreds of different species 
within each group and their characteristics vary. 
Some do not cause disease, others cause disease if 
conditions are favourable (so called opportunistic 
infections) and others are downright nasty. Their 
resistance to chemical disinfectants and drug 
therapy varies markedly across the species and 

individual strains within species. Their methods of 
transmission vary. Some being passed by droplets 
in the air, others on clothes, shoes or showcages, 
others require direct transmission by bird to bird 
contact and some can even be transmitted from 
mother to chick via the egg (PBFD virus the cause 
of French Moult is such an example).  
 
All of these microbes are so small that they cannot 
be seen with the naked eye and it is impossible to 
identify what germs are present by looking! They 
have different rates of growth and many bacteria 
and fungi can grow in the environment at a rapid 
rate. They need a source of food; this can be stale 
food or faecal matter and some moisture. Time 
also enables levels to build up and present a larger 
challenge to your birds. Here the frequency of 
cleaning is important. Some bacteria (such as 
Psittacosis), fungi (such as Megabacteria) and all 
viruses require living tissue (i.e. your birds) to 
grow. However they can sit in the environment 
waiting to infect a bird for a very long time.  
 
Biosecurity measures need to be designed to 
reduce the environmental challenge from these 
organisms.  
 
The type and level of environmental challenge will 
vary depending on the seasonal temperature, 
stocking density, breeding and the disease history 
of your birds.  
 
So a lot of attention needs to be given to drawing 
up the biosecurity programme and the careful 
selection of an appropriate disinfectant. 
The programme should take account of what 
actions need to be taken and how often. This really 
boils down to minimising the build up of faecal 
matter, stale food and dust, by frequent cleaning 
and using a disinfectant that has activity against the 
microbes of concern. Choosing an appropriate 
disin-fectant is not an easy matter in the UK 
because they are unregulated; this means that a 
product can be put onto the market with 
performance claims that are unsubstantiated by 
independent assessment.
